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Reviewing Wraparound Plans

Here are some things to look for when reviewing and approving Wraparound Child and Family Team plans, understanding that fully-developed plans may take several months to evolve, and may be expected to change over time.  Also, understand that some elements will be of greater or lesser importance from family to family.

· Have all members of the Team signed the plan?

· Is the overall family mission clearly stated?

· Do the elements of the plan contribute toward achieving that mission?

· Is the intended outcome and theory of change clear for each activity, support, or strategy?

· How are the child, family, community, and team strengths and preferences incorporated into each activity, support, or strategy?

· Is the approach culturally relevant for this family and community?

· How are safety issues and potential crises addressed (including potential need for respite care)?

· How are natural, informal supports being used?

· When there are court orders, how have they been addressed?

· Have long-range, enduring needs been identified and are plans being made to meet those needs after graduation from Wraparound?

· When flexible funds are included, how do they contribute to the elements listed above?

· Does this plan look a lot like the plans for other families, or is it truly individualized?
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
